631301 Distribution Block

The 631301 valve is a distribution block. It features an integrated low pressure warning light switch. 
When there is a loss of pressure the contact switch grounds out and connects the circuit. The switch has 
a single wire that connects to the instrument panel’s brake warning light.  It does not proportion fl uid and 
must be used in conjunction with a hold off valve. It was originally installed onto drum brake vehicles 
with dual reservoir master cylinders.
