ASSEMBLY

1. Attach the 2 foundations(part 16)and the bracing (part 17) to the frame (part 12)using
the screws and nuts provided (part 9).

2. Insert the long pin(part 10) into the frame(part 12),put the platform(part 15) on two long
pin(part 10) through the frame(part 12).

3. Assemble and fasten the top beam(part 11)and the frame(part 12)using the screws and
nuts provided (part 1).

4. Use the spring(part 6)to attach the pump base(part 13)and top beam(part 11),supporting
the platform(part 15).

5. Carefully insert the telescoping end of the pump(part 5) into the ring hole provided in the
top beam(part 11),and slide the bottom of the pump(part 5)onto the pump base(part 13).

6. Put two blocks(part 14) on the platform(part15)
