If no hoist is available, we strongly urge the use of 
axle stands as a safety measure.  
Please read and understand these instructions and disclaimer in their entirety before attempting installation.  

 

CAUTION! WORK ONLY ON A SOLID, LEVEL SURFACE. USE JACKS /JACK STANDS OF SUFFICIENT CAPACITY 

TO LIFT AND SUPPORT YOUR VEHICLE. NEVER WORK UNDER A VEHICLE SUPPORTED BY A FLOOR OR BUMPER 

JACK. 

 

Removing the OEM Exhaust. 
1. Apply penetrating oil to the (x4) 14mm nuts at the inlet pipe flanges, band clamp on the tailpipe, and each rubber 

hanger on the exhaust.  

2. Loosen the band clamp on the tailpipe just after the rear axle and apply penetrating oil to the slip joint. 

3. Remove the (x3) M8 bolts from the tailpipe hanger assembly bolted to the frame just over the axle. Fig.1 

4. Remove the rubber tailpipe hanger and remove the tailpipe. Fig. 1 

5. Reinstall the tailpipe hanger.

Tailpipe Hanger Assembly 

Tailpipe Band Clamp 
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6. Remove the (x2 each) 14mm nuts at the flanges connecting the muffler inlet pipes to the catalytic converter. Fig.1 

NOTE: The nuts are very tight from the factory and will require a decent quality deep socket for removal.  

7. Support the muffler and inlet pipe assembly. 

8. Apply spray lube to the remaining (x2) muffler hanger rods and rubber isolator. 

9. Carefully remove the inlet pipes and muffler assembly by sliding the assembly back towards the rear of the vehicle 

until the hanger rods are out of the rubber isolators. Take care not to damage the thin metal gaskets at the flanges, as 

they will be reused later.  

CAUTION: This assembly is heavy and awkward to manage with one person. Have a second person available to help 

with this process and avoid possible injury.

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                    INSTALL YOUR FLOWMASTER EXHAUST SYSTEM 

 

 
1. Install the OEM metal gaskets on to the studs of the catalytic converters, if removed.  

2. Install the hanger rod of the left rear inlet pipe (3) into the front muffler hanger rod Isolator at the 

crossmember (A). Be sure to use the center round isolator hole.  

3. Install a 2.5” band clamp (10) on to the expanded end of the left rear inlet pipe (3). 

4. Install the left front inlet pipe (2) into the expended end of the left rear inlet pipe (3). Align the flange to the 

studs on the catalytic converter. Install (x2) 14mm nuts and tighten enough to pull the flanges together, but 

still allow for adjustment. 

5. Tighten the band clamp (10) to hold the pipe, but allow for adjustment 

6. Install the right inlet pipe (4) on to the studs of the right side catalytic converter. Install (x2) 14mm nuts and 

tighten enough to pull the flanges together, but still allow for adjustment. 

7. Install a 2.5” band clamp on to the outlet of each muffler inlet pipe. Position with the bolts on the passenger’s 

side and nuts facing down.

Before installing clamps in the following steps, remove 
their nuts, apply anti-seize compound to the bolt threads, 
and reinstall the nuts.  
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8. Install the FlowFX Muffler (1) on to the inlet pipes with the seam to the inside. Support the muffler from 
hanging on the inlet pipes. 

9. Install the Clamp Hanger (8) straight rod into the rear muffler hanger isolator (C) above the muffler. Install 
the clamp side over the muffler outlet pipe. 

10. Tighten the clamps at the inlet pipes to hold the muffler in place, but allow for adjustment. 
11. Install the tailpipe (5) over the axle.  Install the hanger rod at the back of the tailpipe into the tailpipe 

hanger isolator on the frame rail.  
12. Install the tailpipe into the muffler outlet and tighten the clamp hanger to hold the tailpipe, but allow for 

adjustment. 
13. Install the 3” band clamp on to the side exit pipe (6) expanded end. Install the side exit pipe on to the 

tailpipe and tighten the clamp to hold the pipe in place, but allow for adjustment. 
14. Install the Black Exhaust tip and tighten the clamp in the desired position.

15. Adjust the exhaust for the best fitment and clearance, Tighten the hardware and clamps starting at the 
front and work your way to the rear of the vehicle.
